Man’s Original State

Man was originally created in God’s image, for fellowship with Him!  (This is important!)



a.
Man was created a BODY, a SPIRIT, and a SOUL  (mind, will, emotions).




b.
Man was created GOOD!



3.
The first man and woman, Adam and Eve, knew the wonderful privilege of inti-



mately walking and talking with God face to face.

B.
Man’s Rebellion Against God


1.
Unfortunately, they succumbed to Satan’s temptations and sinned.  Sin is defined 



as rebelling against God.  Because of their sin, Adam and Eve were faced with its 



consequences.



2.
What does Romans 3:23 say about sin (rebelling against God)?


3.
Note also Psalm 14:1-3.  According to verse 3, are there any who have ever been 



good enough for God’s standards of righteousness?
4.
Now, notice the first half of Romans 6:23.  What are the consequences (wages) of our rebellion against God?
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5.
In other words, everyone has sinned (rebelled against God) and deserves the con-



sequences of death.




a.
The refers first of all to physical death.  Because we have sinned, our bod-




ies are destined to eventually die.  This was not God’s original intent.




separated from God,  both now while we are still alive as well as ultimately 



after we die.  To die spiritually means to be separated from the life of God 




forever in Hell after we die.




b.
Second, this refers to spiritual death.  To be spiritually dead means to be   




separated from God, both now while we are still alive as well as ultimately 



after we die.  To die spiritually means to be separated from the life of God 




forever in Hell after we die.

Some Definitions and Explanations


Carefully define and explain the following essential requirements:



1.
To confess Jesus as Lord means that we agree with God the Father that Jesus 



Christ is the Son of God, worthy of our reverence, devotion, loyalty, worship, 




and obedience.  To confess our sin means that we agree with God that our rebel-



lion against Him is wrong.



2.
To believe means to place total faith in the Lord Jesus and His work of love on 



the Cross.




a.
It is more than a mere mental agreement to a set of facts about God.  The 




Bible states in James 2:20 that even the demons believe in God, but they 




are certainly not saved and destined for heaven!




b.
Obviously believing and having faith mean much more.  They mean that 




we have placed such trust in Him that we are now willing to live our 




lives completely committed to serving Him, trusting Him for our well-




being now and in the future, and serving Him obediently and faithfully.



3.
To repent means to turn one’s life away from a life or rebellion to a life of yield-



edness to Jesus’ Lordship.




a.
We turn from rebelling against God to yielding to Him.




b.
We turn from serving Satan and self to serving the Savior.




c.
We turn from a life of seeking our own goals and purposes to seeking 




God’s goals and purposes.



d.
We turn from a temporal, earthly focus to an eternal, heavenly focus.


4.
To receive means that we reach out and grasp, through prayer and faith, the free 



gift of salvation that God offers.




a.
No one can make these choices for you.
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b.
Only YOU can confess Jesus as Lord of your life and confess your sins.   




Only YOU can believe in Jesus with your whole being and repent of your 




sinful rebellion. Only YOU can receive God!

III.
WHAT IT MEANS TO BE A DISCIPLE


A.
“Christian” vs. “Disciple”


1.
To be a Christian means to be identified as one of Jesus’ followers.

2.
Surprisingly, when Jesus walked bodily on this earth, He never called anyone to be or become a “Christian”!  The term “Christian” was coined in Antioch, according to 

Acts 11:26.  (Note:  This was years after Jesus’ ascension into Heaven.)

3.
Of course, there is nothing wrong with being called a “Christian”.  It is a badge 


we should wear with honor.  However, Jesus did not call His followers by that 


name. He called them “disciples”  (Matthew 5:1).

B.
What is a “Disciple”?


1.
There are several Greek words used in the New Testament to designate what it 




means to be a “disciple” of the Lord Jesus:




a.
The most common word is “mathetes” which means “a learner, pupil, dis-




ciple”.




b.
Another word, “matheteuo” means “to follow one’s precepts and instruc-




tions, to be taught”.



c.
“Mimeomai” is used to designate one who is “an imitator, to mimic, to 




follow as an example.  “Mimetes” is also used in the same way. 



d.
“Finally, the Bible uses the word “akoloutheo” which means  “to attend, 




accompany, go with, follow, continue to the end, accompany, follow in




tending to practice, to follow one who precedes, to join as a disciple”.

B.
 Observations:

1.
Salvation is by God’s sovereign grace and by grace alone.  Man cannot save himself, nor will 

his works save him.


2.
Genuine salvation, however, will not fail to produce a change in an individual – a change in 

actions, attitudes, thoughts, and direction.


3.
There is a tragic error being circulated among Christian circles today that one can be a                                                              
           
“Christian” without being a follower of the Lord Jesus Christ.  It places a distinction be-                                           
          
tween accepting Jesus as Savior and yielding to Jesus and Lord.  The Bible places no such 

distinctions.  Jesus comes into our lives as Savior and Lord, or He does not come at all.
4.
Observe:  A salvation that is not strong enough to take a person from sin to service is not strong enough 
to take him from Hell to Heaven.
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5.
Jesus’ call was to discipleship – to a continuing walk with Him, to a continuing following of 

Him.  He calls us to submission and obedience, as well as a life that is separate from the                                                                    
           
world and that is yielded to Him.


6.
We need to learn that:



a.
There is no justification without regeneration.



b.
According to James 2:14-26, a faith which does not produce good works in our lives 


is a dead and useless faith.



c.
According to Luke 9:23, anyone who wants to serve Jesus must “deny himself, and 


take up his cross daily, and follow (Him).”


7.
REMEMBER:  Our works do not save us; however, if we have been genuinely saved, we                     

will want to serve and work for Jesus.  This truth is demonstrated by the following material, 

which enables us to have a proper and Biblical understanding of  “salvation”.

Defined:  The act of God’s grace whereby He declares that all the demands of His  


law have been fulfilled for the believer by means of the atoning work of Jesus on the 


Cross.  Through Jesus’ death in our place, all the demands of the law, and the conse-


quences of  disobedience and rebellion, have been fulfilled.  To be justified means to 


be made right.

Observations:


1.
The primary mandate for the Church, as well as for you as a disciple of Jesus 

Christ is to MAKE DISCIPLES!  That is the primary objective of this course —to make mature disciples who then reproduces themselves by making other disciples!


2.
Making Disciples means to teach others to obey the teachings of Jesus Christ, 



as found in His Word, to continue to walk with Christ, growing in maturity and 



reproducing himself by teaching others to do the same.

a.
Review again  Matthew 28:18-20. In this text, the only imperative is in the original Greek language is “make disciples”.  As we are going, as we are teaching, as we are baptizing, our one objective is to “make disciples”.



3.
Notice in 2 Timothy 2:2 that Paul, who discipled Timothy, now instructs 




Timothy to disciple faithful men, who will be able to teach others also.  This is 



how we disciple.



4.
In Ephesians 4:11-12 we see that God gave officers to the church, including 



Pastors.  It is not the primary function of Pastors to do the work of the ministry 




by themselves.  The primary function of Pastors, etc., is to equip / disciple oth-



ers to do the work of the ministry.



5.
Making disciples is not just a means of fulfilling the Great Commission; it IS




the Great Commission!



6.
We will never reach our generation for Jesus Christ in any other way other 




than through Biblical Discipleship.
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C.
How Multiplication Through Discipleship is the Best 


Way to Fulfill the Great Commission.


 1.
There are close to 6 billion people on the earth.  We are commanded in the 



Great Commission to reach ALL the NATIONS for Jesus.



 2.
If we could add one new believer per minute since Jesus’ resurrection, we 




would not have reached the 1 billion mark.



 3.
If we added 3000 believers a day, like occurred on the Day of Pentecost, it 



would take us 5,479 years to reach 6 billion people.



 4.
Addition of believers will not get the job done.  Only through multiplication 



can we fulfill the Great Commission.



 5.
Suppose you discipled just one person a year, teaching him how to live the life 



of a genuine disciple of Jesus Christ, and equipped him to reproduce himself 



by discipling someone else.  Then, suppose you and he both each did the same 



thing with someone else the next year.  At the end of two years you would 




have four people who were committed disciples of Jesus Christ.  Then, sup
-



pose those four went out and did the same, and so forth.  How long would it 



take to reach our world for Jesus Christ?  33 YEARS! (See chart, next page).



 6.
Discipleship is obviously the way to reach the world for Jesus!  Remember, 



Discipleship is not just a means of fulfilling the Great Commission; DISCI-



PLESHIP IS THE GREAT COMMISSION!

One “generation” in the Bible is equivalent to 40 years.  If we disciple only one person a year, teaching him / her to reproduce himself, the world will be won to Christ within our generation!  Discipleship is the most effective means - the ONLY means - of accomplishing this great task!
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Lesson 4

 Intimacy with God

God wants to have daily, intimate fellowship with you!  He wants your relationship to deepen and strengthen.  He wants you to know Him more and more, better and better.  He loves you so much!  Imagine!  God Himself wants to spend time with you!


In any relationship communication is essential. The most important relationship you will ever have is the one you have with God; therefore, the most important communication you will ever have is your communication with God.  This lesson is designed to give you the most important tool you will ever use to deepen your walk with God.  That tool is  called a Quiet Time, or “Intimate Time with God”.


An Intimate Time with God is a daily time spent alone with God in intimate communication with Him.  And, that communication runs both ways:  God speaks to us through His Word, the Bible, and we speak to God through prayer.  Thus, the two essential elements of having a Quiet Time (intimate communication) with God are:

1.
The Word of God, and

2.
Prayer.


We will devote an entire an entire lesson to each of these later.  For now, let’s consider the following concerning our daily time with God.

I.
REASONS FOR HAVING A DAILY INTIMATE TIME 
WITH GOD1

To Come to God for Direction and Instruction
Read and Meditate on the following verses:

such great promises, does it not make sense that we ought to come to Him daily, 



through our Quiet Times, to receive instruction and direction?

To Come to God for Help with Needs

To Come to God for Power

Read John 15:1-16 and observe the following information:




a.
We are expected to “bear fruit” as a Disciple of Jesus Christ.




b.
We cannot bear fruit if we do not “abide” in Christ.




c.
The words “abide”, “remain”, and “continue” all come from the same 




Greek word, “meno”, which means to sojourn, tarry, continue, abide, 




remain, dwell, keep close”.   This Greek word is found 12 times in John 




15!  It communicates an important concept!




d.
In other words, we cannot be effective or fruitful in our obedience to 




God or in our service to Him if we are not staying as close to Him as we 




possibly can!  Having daily Quiet Times is one way we do this.

2.
Note Luke 24:49 and Acts 1:8 and make note of the four points below:



a.
Jesus knew that the Disciples could not serve Him effectively if they were 




not empowered by Him.




b.
He instructed them to wait for His Spirit before venturing out in service 




for Him.




c.
He promised that once they had waited for Him, they would then become 




much more powerful and effective.

d.
We, too, must spend time waiting upon God in our Daily Intimate Fellowship with God times if we are to be effective for Him.


D.
To Come to God for Intimate Fellowship


1.
This is the most important reason to have a Daily Intimate Time with God.



2.
Why do we love God, according to 1 John 4:19?
- 19 -



3.
Note 1 John 1:3.  The Greek word for “fellowship” here is “koinonia” and means 



intimacy of fellowship, association, community, sharing, and participation.



4.
God desires this kind of relationship with us!



5.
Spending time alone with God solely for the sake of being with Him – because 



we love Him – should be our primary purpose in life!

God’s Needs.


Deuteronomy 8:18 states:  “But thou shalt remember the Lord thy God:  for it is He 


that giveth thee power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant.”



In other words, God wants to entrust to his faithful stewards all the resources needed 



to advance His Covenant and His Kingdom in the world.  It takes money to send 




missionaries, to pay pastors, to fund the programs of the church, to purchase neces
sary 


training materials and resources, etc.  God wants to give His money to the ones who will 


faithfully administer those funds for His purposes.


B.
Other’s Needs.


Note:  2 Corinthians 9:6-12.  Another reason God gives us resources is to be in a position to 


be able to help others in need.  The avenue God most often uses to meet people’s needs is 
through other people!  God wants to enrich you in every thing to all bountifulness that you might be able to minister to the needs of others!

AN APPROACH FOR FORGIVING1.

A.  Understand that Forgiveness is Not:

Pretending that the offense never occurred.



2.
Understanding why the offender did what he / she did.



3.
Denying the reality of the hurt you experienced.



4.
Forgetting about the offense and hoping time will bring healing.



5.
Praying and asking God to forgive them.

Set aside a block of time in which you can be alone for at least two 




hours.  Take your time and do not rush through this exercise!

Pray, asking the Holy Spirit to bring to your mind all the people 





and things you need to forgive.

List all of the things the Holy Spirit brings to your mind, no matter 
how trivial it may seem.  Do not rush through this step:  allow the Holy Spirit all the time He needs.

Place an empty chair across from where you are sitting.  One by one, visualize each of your offenders in that chair.
5.
Disclose to each person everything you can remember that he has done to hurt you.  Be as specific and thorough as you can be about both the actions and attitudes that person demonstrated toward you, and about the hurt you experienced.

As an act of your will (whether or not you “feel” anything), forgive that person once and for all.  Release the person from any physical, emotional, or other “debt” you feel he has “owed” you.  Say something like this to each person:

“Because I have been freely and totally forgiven for the unjust things I have done to God, I can now forgive and accept you,    (Person’s Name)    unconditionally in Jesus Christ.  I choose now, as an act of my will, to forgive you, no matter what you did to me or how badly it hurt.  I release you from the hurts (take time to name them), and you are no longer accountable to me for them. You are no longer indebted to me.  You are forgiven and free.”



7.
Now, come before your Heavenly Father in prayer.  Pray something like this:

“Father God, I ask that You forgive me for the sins I have committed.  Forgive me of my bitterness and unforgiveness.  Forgive me for thinking evil of someone else.  Forgive me for the harm I have done to him (if relevant).  I take back ground I have given to Satan in my life, and I give it back to You, to Whom it rightfully belongs.  I am grateful that You have loved me and forgiven me of so much.  Help me to maintain a clear conscience before You!

8.
Make restitution to anyone you may have wronged, as much as possible.  Even if your part in the broken relationship may seem minor in comparison to you, do what you can to make it right.  

Remember Paul’s words in Acts 24:16  -  “Herein do I exercise myself, to have always a conscience void of offense toward God, and toward men.”



9.
Final notes:

a.
This process, though lengthy and perhaps uncomfortable at first, will result in the lifting of burdens you may have been carrying for years.  The spiritual freedom and cleansing you will feel after going through this exercise will amaze you!

b.
It is advisable to go through this exercise periodically, taking care of issues early on, rather than letting them grow in both number and intensity.

c.
Without naming specific persons’ names, share with someone you trust what this exercise has meant to you.

  I.
“SIN” Defined
A.
SIN = Rebellion Against God.
1.
When a person becomes a disciple of Jesus Christ, he invites Jesus 
to become not only His Savior, but also his Lord.

This means that a disciple of Jesus agrees to allow Jesus to be the Supreme Authority in his life.  Jesus becomes your Boss.

A person claiming to be a disciple of Jesus and continuing to walk 
in darkness, disobedience, rebellion, and habitual is a liar according to 1 John 1:6-7, 2:3-4.

Although this is not a complete list, there are serious consequences warranting a desire on the part of the disciple to depart form sin:




a.
Broken fellowship with God.

Even though the parent / child relationship can never be broken (there will always be the blood ties), it is possible for fellowship (closeness) to be broken.




b.
Potential harm to others.

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Lesson 13

The Fruit of the Spirit
INTRODUCTION1:   The book of Galatians gives a clear contrast between the works of the flesh versus the works of the Spirit.  No other passage in Scripture gives a clearer contrast between the lifestyle of the Spirit-filled believer and that of the sinful human nature than in Galatians 5:16-26.  Paul not only discusses the general difference in lifestyles by emphasizing that the Spirit and the flesh are at war with each other, but he includes a specific list both of the works of the flesh and of the fruit of the Spirit. Prayerfully and slowly work your way through the following lists, asking God to reveal to you, first, which works of the flesh to turn from and, second, which fruit He would like to begin developing more in your life.  
  I.
THE WORKS OF THE FLESH.


“Flesh” (Gk. sarx) is the sinful element in human nature with its corrupt desires.  It remains within the Christian after his conversion and is a deadly enemy to him (Romans 8:6-8,13; Galatians 5:17,21).  Those who practice the deeds of the flesh cannot inherit the kingdom of God (Galatians 5:21).  Hence, they must be resisted and put to death in a continual warfare that the believer wages through the Holy Spirit  (Romans 8:4-14; and Galatians 5:17.)  The works of the flesh (Galatians 5:19-21) include:


 1.
“Adultery” (Greek moicheia), i.e., sexual relations of a married person with someone 


other than his or her spouse.

2.
“Fornication” (Greek porneia), i.e., immoral sexual conduct and intercourse; it includes taking pleasure in pornographic pictures, films, or writing.

3.
“Uncleanness” (Greek akatharsia), i.e., sexual sins, evil deed, and vices, including thoughts and desires of the heart.

4.
“Lasciviousness” (Greek asalgeia), i.e., sensuality following one’s 
passions and desires to the point of having no shame or public decency.

5.
“Idolatry” (Greek eidololatria), i.e., worship of spirits, persons, or graven 
images, also trust in any person, institution, or thing as having equal or greater authority than God and His Word.

6.
“Witchcraft” (Greek pharmakeia), i.e., sorcery spiritism, black magic, worship of demons, and use of drugs to produce “spiritual” experiences.

7.
“Hatred” (Greek echthra), i.e., intense lingering hostile intentions and acts, extreme dislike or enmity.
1(Note:  This material is modified from notes found in the Full Life Study Bible, Zondervan Publishing Company, pages 1840-1841.)
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 8.
“Variance” (Greek eris), i.e., quarreling, antagonism, a struggle for superiority.


 9.
“Emulations” (Greek zelos), i.e., resentfulness, envy of another’s success.

10.
“Wrath” (Greek thumos), i.e., explosive anger or rage which flares into violent words and deeds.


11.
“Strife” (Greek eritheia), i.e., selfish ambition and seeking of power .

12.
“Seditions” (Greek dichostasia), i.e., introducing divisive teachings not supported by the Word of God.

13.
“Heresies” (Greek hairesis), i.e., division with the congregation into selfish groups or cliques, which destroy the unity of the church.

14.
“Envyings” (Greek phthonos), i.e., resentful dislike of another person who has something that one desires.


15.
“Murders” (Greek phonos), i.e., killing a person unlawfully and with malice.

16.
“Drunkenness” (Greek methe), i.e., impairing one’s mental or physical control by alcoholic drink.  Note:  The use of drugs would apply as well.

17.
“Revellings” (Greek komos), i.e., excessive feasting, revelry, a party spirit 
involving alcohol, drugs, sex, or the like.

II.
THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT.

Contrasted to the works of the flesh is a single-minded lifestyle called “the fruit of the Spirit.”  This is produced in God’s children as they allow the Spirit to so direct and influence their lives that they destroy the power of sin, especially the works of the flesh, and walk in fellowship with God.  

Do some very serious self-evaluation concerning each of the following also.  Ask yourself, “Does this characteristic describe me?”

The fruit of the Spirit includes:

1.
“Love” (Greek agape), i.e., a caring and seeking for the highest good of another person without motive for personal gain.

2.
“Joy” (Greek chara), i.e., the feeling of gladness based on the love, grace, blessings, promises, and nearness of God that belong to those who believe in Christ.
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3.
“Peace” (Greek eirene), i.e., the quietness of heart and mind based on the knowledge that all is well between the believer and his or her heavenly 
father.

4.
“Longsuffering” (Greek makrothumia), i.e., endurance, patience, being slow to anger or despair.


 5.
“Gentleness” (Greek chrestotes), i.e., not wanting to hurt someone or give 
him or her pain.

6.
“Goodness” (Greek agathosune), i.e., zeal for truth and righteousness and 
a hatred for evil; it can be expressed in acts of kindness or in rebuking and correcting evil.

7.
“Faith” (Greek pistis), i.e., faithfulness, firm and unswerving loyalty and adherence to a person to whom one is united by promise, commitment, trustworthiness, and honesty.

8.
“Meekness” (Greek prautes), i.e., restraint coupled with strength and courage; it describes a person who can be angry when anger is need and humbly submissive when submissive is needed.

9.
“Temperance” (Greek egkrateia), i.e., having control or mastery over one’s own desires and passions, including faithfulness to one’s marriage vows; also purity, chastity.
